How to reach us, starting from the Route du Soleil, via Saint Ambroix

You exit the auto route du sud (A7) at exit 19, Bollene/Pont St. Esprit .

First you take the direction of Pont St. Esprit .

You take the D86 for some kilometres and subsequently the D901 direction Barjac .
Having past Barjac, you take the D979 in the direction of Saint Jean de Mauruejols
From there you take the D51 in the direction of Saint Ambroix.

In Saint Ambroix you take the D904 in the direction of Bességes .

Just outside Saint Ambroix you turn left (still in the direction of Bességes ) onto the D51.

After a few kilometres you turn left across the bridge over the Céze, in the direction of Moliéres sur Céze.
Immediately after having crossed the bridge you turn right on the D130 in the direction of Les Brousses.

You will drive through the village of Gammal.

400 meter past the sign indicating the exit Gammal you turn right and cross a small bridge with

blue/white pillars.
Turn left right, directly after having crossed the bridge and follow the road.

After about 1100 metres you enter a Y crossing, and you turn right here and access a gravel road.

After about 500 meter you will see Mas Bernadis emerge from the trees and bushes.
Vanuit de autoroute (A7) bij de afslag 19 Bollene/Pont St. Esprit.

Coming from Besseges

Stay on the same bank of the Ceze, where the railway station is located.
After a roundabout, you enter the village of Robiac.

About a hundred meters down the road is a Pharmacie. Turn right directly after having passed it,

in the direction Chanteperdrix.
A small road takes you through Robiac.

Following the road you leave Robiac, following the signs “Les Bois”, and the road goes up the hill.

Follow this road, you pass some signs with “Mas Bernadis” and “Bernadis”
About 3 km outside Robiac, after 3 consecutive hairpin curves, the road is getti ng a little bit
worse. Within 400 meters, you will find Mas Bernadis on the right side of the road.

When using a navigator:

Our GPS Coordinates are: N 44° 15’ 48”"; E 4° 07’ 29"

A sound advice is not to trust navigators too much, when you are close to Mas Bernadis. There are some
dirt tracks, which most navigators interpret as a road. In reality these tracks can only be followed on foot.
